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Court Security 

¶ Before you can enter the courthouse, you must go through the security area. 

¶ All items you are carrying will be put through an X-ray machine. You will walk 

through a metal detector. 

¶ This is done to prevent courthouse visitors from bringing restricted items into 

the building. The security measures protect the safety of all visitors and prevent 

disallowed items from getting into the courtroom.

What items are not allowed  in 

the courthouse?  

¶ Guns or ammunition 

¶ Knives or cutting tools 

¶ Chemical sprays 

¶ Explosives 

¶ Flammable liquid 

¶ Replica or toy versions of these 

items

¶ Court security is run by the Anoka 

County Sheriffõs Office. The 

uniformed officers are sheriffõs 

deputies, also known as bailiffs.
