Food license renewal applications are
due no later than December 31, 2020

At Anoka County, our license years runs from February 1, 2021 - January 31, 2022.
Invoices for license renewals were mailed to the mailing address on file. Late fees
will be assessed in accordance with the late fee schedule if the license fee(s) is
not paid by the due date.

Reminders:

e Licenses are Non-Transferable and must be posted in a conspicuous
location on site.

e If there is a change of ownership, the new owners must complete and submit
an application BEFORE the change of ownership occurs.

e Plan review is required for new construction, remodel, or previously licensed
kitchens. Requirements for plan review can be found on our website.

e After handling soiled utensils and *  After handling animals.
equipment.

e  After using the toilet, wash hands at
a hand sink in the bathroom; and
again when returning to work.
