Decision Making/How Conflict is Resolved
The Anoka County Children and Council accepts recommendations from all collaborative committees/subcommittees.   The Anoka County Children and Family Council votes on almost all final decisions (see exceptions).

ACCFC operational decisions will be made by a majority vote of all voting members attending a scheduled ACCFC meeting.  

For final approval of the annual budget, a majority of the representatives appointed to represent the participating governmental units must vote to approve. 

Exceptions:  
The Management Committee makes decisions on items for $5,000 or less, unless otherwise directed by the Council 

Unless otherwise specified, ACCFC meetings will follow Robert’s Rules of Order
